WHAT DOES THE FUND INVEST IN?

The objective of this Fund is to maximize yield on cash balances, while providing easy access to investments with daily liquidity. The Fund invests in high
interest savings accounts offered at Schedule 1 Canadian Banks and/or high-quality money market securities.

HOW RISKY IS IT?
The value of the Fund can go down as well as up. You could lose money.

One way to gauge risk is to look at how much a fund’s returns change over
time. This is called “volatility.”

In general, funds with higher volatility will have returns that change more
over time. They typically have a greater chance of losing money and may
have a greater chance of higher returns. Funds with lower volatility tend to
have returns that change less over time. They typically have lower returns
and may have a lower chance of losing money.

Best and worst 3-month returns

This table shows the best and worst returns for Series | units of the Fund in a 3-month period over the past 10 calendar years and to June 30, 2023.
However, the best and worst 3-month returns are only being presented for 2013-2018 and 2020-2021 since Series | units were not outstanding for the full
calendar year in 2019 or 2022. The best and worst 3-month returns could be higher or lower in the future. Consider how much of a loss you could afford to
take in a short period of time.

HOW MUCH DOES IT COST?

The following tables show the fees and expenses you could pay to buy, own and sell Series | units of the Fund. The fees and expenses - including any
commissions — can vary among series of a fund and among funds. Higher commissions can influence representatives to recommend one investment over
another. Ask about other series, funds and investments that may be suitable for you at a lower cost.

1. Sales Charges

There are no sales charges or commissions payable to your representative’s firm for Series | units of the Fund.
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2. Fund Expenses

You don't pay these expenses directly. They affect you because they reduce
the Fund’s returns.

As of December 31, 2022, the Fund’s expenses were 0.00% of its value.
This equals $0.00 for every $1,000 invested.

More about the trailing commission

The trailing commission is an ongoing commission. It is paid for as long as you own the Fund. Itis for the services and advice that your representative and

his or her firm provide to you.

Ninepoint Partners LP may pay a trailing commission to your representative’s firm. The rate is negotiated by Ninepoint Partners LP and your representative’s
firm and ranges from 0% to 0.25% of your investment each year ($0 to $2.50 each year on every $1,000 held).

3. Other Fees

You may have to pay other fees when you buy, hold, sell or switch units of the Fund.

Management Fee

Registered Tax Plan Fees

The series’ annual management fee is negotiated by the investor and paid outside the Fund. It would not exceed 0.39%.

No fee is charged to open, close or administer a registered tax plan administered by Ninepoint Partners LP. However, for

other registered tax plans holding other investments in addition to securities of a Ninepoint mutual fund, an annual trustee
fee may apply payable to the administrator of the plan.

WHAT IF | CHANGE MY MIND?
Under securities law in some provinces and territories, you have the right to

. withdraw from an agreement to buy mutual funds within
two business days after you receive a simplified
prospectus or Fund Facts document, or

. cancel your purchase within 48 hours after you receive
confirmation of the purchase.

In some provinces and territories, you also have the right to cancel a
purchase, or in some jurisdictions, claim damages, if the simplified
prospectus, Fund Facts document or financial statements contain a
misrepresentation. You must act within the time limit set by the securities
legislation in your province or territory.
