WHAT DOES THE FUND INVEST IN?

The investment objective of the Fund is to seek to achieve long-term capital growth. The Fund invests primarily in equity and equity-related securities of
companies in Canada and around the world that are involved directly or indirectly in the natural resource sector.

HOWRISKY IS IT? RISK RATING

The value of the Fund can go down as well as up. You could lose money.

One way to gauge risk is to look at how much a fund’s returns change over
time. This is called “volatility.”

In general, funds with higher volatility will have returns that change more
over time. They typically have a greater chance of losing money and may
have a greater chance of higher returns. Funds with lower volatility tend to
have returns that change less over time. They typically have lower returns
and may have a lower chance of losing money.

Ninepoint Partners LP has rated the volatility of this Fund as high.

This rating is based on how much the returns of Ninepoint Resource Class,
which was merged into the Fund on December 10, 2021, have changed from
year to year. It doesn't tell you how volatile the Fund will be in the future. The
rating can change over time. A fund with a low risk rating can still lose money.

Best and worst 3-month returns

This table shows the best and worst returns for Series D units of the Fund in a 3-month period over the past 4 calendar years and to March 31, 2023. This
is based on the performance of the corresponding series of Ninepoint Resource Class, which was merged into the Fund on December 10, 2021. The best
and worst 3-month returns could be higher or lower in the future.

Average return

As at March 31, 2023, a person who invested $1,000 in Series D units of the Fund at its inception would now have $995.68. This works out to an annual
compound return of -0.09%.

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HOW MUCH DOES IT COST?

The following tables show the fees and expenses you could pay to buy, own and sell Series D units of the Fund. The fees and expenses — including any
commissions — can vary among series of a fund and among funds. Higher commissions can influence your dealer firm to recommend one investment over
another. Ask about other series, funds and investments that may be suitable for you at a lower cost.

1. Sales Charges
There are no sales charges or commissions payable to your discount broker for Series D units of the Fund.

2. Fund Expenses Annual Rate (as a % of the Fund’s value)

You don’t pay these expenses directly. They affect you because they reduce  Management expense ratio (MER) 1.49%
the Fund’s returns.

As of December 31, 2022, the Fund's expenses were 1.68% of its value. and operating expenses.

This equals $16.80 for every $1,000 invested. Trading expense ratio (TER) 0.19%

Incentive Fee

The Fund pays Ninepoint Partners LP annually an incentive fee equal to 10% of the amount by which the return of the series exceeds the return of the
blended benchmark index, multiplied by the net asset value of the series. The blended benchmark index return is 50% - S&P/TSX Capped Materials Total
Return Index and 50% - S&P/TSX Capped Energy Total Return Index. If the performance of the series in any year is less than the performance of the
blended benchmark index (the “Deficiency”), then no incentive fee will be payable in any subsequent year until the performance of the series, on a cumulative
basis, has exceeded the amount of the Deficiency.

More about the trailing commission
There is no trailing commission payable to your discount broker by Ninepoint Partners LP in respect of Series D units of the Fund.
3. Other Fees

You may have to pay other fees when you buy, hold, sell or switch units of the Fund.

Switch Fee / Conversion Afee of 0-2.0% of the value of the units you wish to switch or convert may be charged by your discount broker, as negotiated
Fee with your discount broker.

Short-Term Trading Fee Ninepoint Partners LP may impose a short-term trading fee payable by the unitholder to the Fund of up to 1.5% of the
aggregate net asset value of the units redeemed if such units are redeemed or switched within 20 days of their date of
purchase or switch. For purposes of this short-term trading fee, units will be considered to be redeemed on a first-in first-out
basis. If Ninepoint Partners LP detects excessive trading of the unitholder’s units in the Fund within 90 days of purchasing
or switching them, it reserves the right to charge an additional 3.0% of the net asset value of the units.

Registered Tax Plan Fees  No fee is charged to open, close or administer a registered tax plan administered by Ninepoint Partners LP. However, for
other registered tax plans holding other investments in addition to securities of a Ninepoint mutual fund, an annual trustee
fee may apply payable to the administrator of the plan.
